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1 Dur ing ins tal la t ion:

•	 Please read the inst ruct ions before assembly or 
installat ion. 

•	 Be sure to use a suitably quali f ied person for 
installat ion as the lights require connect ing to mains 
power

•	 Make sure mains power is of f dur ing installat ion

•	 Make sure that the light is securely hung f rom the 
ceiling and that there is a suitable subst rate for 
this. The weight of the lamp needs to be taken by the 
suspension wire not the elect r ical f lex . 

•	 When at taching the ceiling rose ensure you are 
work ing f rom a safe plat form or ladder 

•	 Do NOT use an elect r ic screwdriver to t ighten the 
ceiling rose screws as this can cause i t to crack 

2 Once ins tal led:

•	 Do NOT use a light bulb of more than 12W.

•	 We st rongly recommend using an LED light bulb and 
we recommend an opal bulb. 

•	 Take care with the ceramic shade as this can break i f 
hi t hard enough. We recommend installing the lamp 
above furniture such as tables or island units or above 
head height . 

•	 I f at any point your light bulb breaks then, as with any 
light , do not touch the f ilament / LED par t unless the 
power is turned of f

•	 Always turn of f the power before changing a light 
bulb

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Shade and f lex assembly (diagram 1)                                                                              
 
I f the lamp has ar r ived fully assembled (as in diagram 1) 
then proceed to the nex t sect ion. I f not : 
- Thread the metal washer (6) over the f lex (1) and onto the 
threaded par t of the lamp holder (4) . Then repeat this with 
the rubber washers (5) which should si t beter rn the metal 
washers and ceramic shade. 
- Thread the wire cable (2) through the threaded base 
opening of the brass hook (3)  and up through the small hole 
at the top. The ball on the wire should end up si t t ing just at 
the top of the hook inside.  
- Thread the f lex (1) through the hole in the ceramic shade 
(7) and posit ion the lamp holder (4) so the thread is s t ick ing 
though the hole. Feed the f lex (1) through the threaded 
base opening of the brass hook (3) and out of the side hole. 
Continue to feed through unt il the brass hook meets the 
threaded pole at the ceramic shade, take care that the 
fabr ic does not get snagged.  
-Screw the brass hook (3) onto the threaded pole of the 
lamp holder (4) . 

Hanging the light (diagram 2 and 3)      
                                                                      
-  Thread a f lex grommet (F ) over the wire cable (B) and f lex 
(A ) ( i f you wish to keep the f lexclose to the wire or create 
aswagging ef fect ) . 
- Thread the f lex and wire cable through the hole in the 
ceiling rose (E ) . Thread a  another f lex grommet (F ) over the 
f lex and wire cable to si t inside the ceiling rose (this can 
later be t ightened to clamp the f lex ) .

- Assess the ceiling f ix ing point . The lamp should be hung 
f rom a suitable subst rate or jois t in the ceiling. The screw 
f ix ing is not provided and must be selected to suit the 
ceiling build up. I f f ix ing to a plasterboard ceiling with no 
jois t use a heav y dut y expanding metal f ix ing. I f f ix ing to a 
t imber jois t use a t imber screw of 5 mm diameter. I f f ix ing 
to masonr y use a suitable masonr y screw and raw plug. We 
st rongly recommend the use of a professional elect r ician 
or t radesman. 

- Take the top par t of the ceiling at tachment (G), which may 
need to be unscrewed from the bot tom par t (I) , and screw 
this into the ceiling joist (screw not supplied). 
-Thread the wire cable through the bot tom par t of the 
ceiling at tachment. To do this  unscrew the small clamp (J) 
at the bot tom and push the cable through the hole. This will 
automatically clamp the cable so that you can push it in but 
it will not pull out . In order to pull the cable back out, simply 
push the clamp in as you pull the cable. 
-Screw the bot tom par t (I) into the top par t (G) at tached to 
the ceiling (the cable can stick out of the side as shown in 
diagram 3B).

- At this point the length of the cable can be decided by 
pushing/pulling the cable through the clamp. Once you are 
happy with the length of the cable,  screw the clamp (J) so it 
is closed (fully securing the wire cable) and cut any excess 
cable of f carefully. 

Connecting the electr ics  (diagram 2)                                                 
 
- We recommend that you use a qualif ied electr ician to 
connect the electr ics. Make sure electr icit y is turned of f at 
the mains during installation. 
- Decide on the length of f lex required and, if necessar y, cut 
the f lex to the desired length (use electr ical tape so it does 
not f ray) 
- Connect the lamp flex (D) to the mains electr ic cables 
using the connector block (C) make sure the block is securely 
fastened around the outer cable.  
- Clamp the flex with the previously installed f lex grommet 
(F ) to set the f lex length.

At taching the ceiling rose  (diagram 2)                                 
 
- Cover the fixings with the ceiling rose (E) and fasten this 
to the ceiling using two small screws (not supplied,we 
recommend using dome head brass screws).  
- Do NOT use an electric screwdriver as this can cause the 
rose to crack. 
- No weight should be by the ceiling rose.  
- The ceiling rose will not cover an existing plastic / metal 
ceiling rose, this would need to be removed.

Installing a light bulb                                                                             
 
Ins tall your light bulb into the lamp holder (5) , tak ing care 
not to apply too much sideways force to the pole (3) .  
- Use an LED light bulb, max 12W. See website product info 
for light bulb recommendations.
